»GERMANY OF TODAY — A EUROPEAN SUPERPOWER?*

Spring Program at the Freie University Berlin Uli Bruckner

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The course analyzes Germany and its role in an integrated Europe. In a historical perspective
the developments of East and West Germany after WWII and the process of German
unification will be introduced. West Germany's membership of the European Community
(later European Union) is a pillar of the German foreign policy and the main source of its
export driven economic success. Thus a second focus of the course lies on the EU.

The EU consisting of 25 member states with 450 million citizens is looking for its future
economic, political, and military role. 17 years after the fal of the iron curtain the EU still has
to define its borders, its future political structure and its international role. Any decision will
strongly affect each member. For a better understanding of the actual situation an analysis of
the history, the specific structures of the EU, its policies and the main challenges on the
agenda of European integration will be discussed in the seminar. The case of Germany
illustrates what it means for a sovereign state to be a member of the world's most ambitious

form of regional integration.
